
The Prophet صلى الله عليه وسلم saw in a vision that he was entering Makkah and going
around the Ka’bah and making Umrah. He told his companions to get
ready to go to Makkah to make Umrah. 1400 people got themselves
ready for this journey. They did not take any weapons with them
except their swords to show the people of Makkah that they were not
going for any fight. They just wanted to visit the Ka’bah. The people of
Makkah knew about the Prophet صلى الله عليه وسلم and his companions and they sent
for them to stop and not to come into Makkah. Upon hearing that, the
Prophet صلى الله عليه وسلم sent Uthman Ibn Affan to Makkah, in order to explain to
them that he came in peace and all that he wanted was to visit the
Ka'abah and then leave to return to Madinah again. The people of
Makkah kept Uthman as a hostage to think about the situation.

The rumors were spread that Quraysh killed Uthman. Upon learning
that, the Prophet صلى الله عليه وسلم sat under a tree and started taking the pledge
from his companions that they will fight the Makkans for killing the
messenger of the Prophet صلى الله عليه وسلم. This pledge is known as the pledge of Al
Ridwan. The people of Makkah released Uthman and started sending
their messengers to negotiate with the Prophet صلى الله عليه وسلم. Finally, an
agreement was reached.
